COMMITTEE PROTECTIVE ORDER BETWEEN BOARD OF ELHCTIONS:tingbon, D.C. '
ETHICS INVESTIGATION SPECIAL COMMITTEE OF THE DISTRICT OF
COLUMBIA CITY COUNCIL and SEQUOIA VOTING SYSTEMS, INC.

WHEREAS, the District of Columbia City Council has, by its Council Board of Elections
and Ethics Investigation Special Committee Emergency Declaration Resolution of 2008, created
the Board of Elections and Ethics Investigation Special Committee (“Special Committee™)
chaired by Councilmember Mary M. Cheh and including Councilmembers Philip Mendelsohn
and Harry Thomas; and

WHEREAS, the Special Committee issued and served on Sequoia Voting Systems, Inc.,
a Subpoena dated September 18, 2008, pursuant to D.C. Code § 1.204.13 (the “Subpoena”); and

WHEREAS, Sequoia objected to producing certain materials in response to the Subpoena
on the ground that they are constitute trade secrets or proprietary information or are subject to
statutory restrictions; and

WHEREAS, the Special Committee and Sequoia wish to resolve this concern by use of a
protective order, issued by virtue of the authority vested in the Special Committee;

It is hereby ORDERED that the materials identified below shall be disclosed and used by
the Special Committee and legal counsel upon the following terms and conditions:

1. “Protected Material,” as used in this Protective Order, shall include all documents
or things designated by a party as proprietary or confidential, in accordance with the provisions
of this protective order.

2. “Protected Information,” as used in this Protective Order, means the nature and
contents of Protected Material; including the meaning, substance, appearance, form, size, author,
and all other features; except that Protected Information shall not include any information (1)

previously known to a recipient; (2) obtained from a third party who is under no obligation of
