








(2) Ifa party objects to giving such access to Protected Material or 

Protected Information, the objecting party shall so state in writing within 10 business days of 

receiving notification; 

(I) any person agreed to by the parties in writing. 

11. Qualified Persons identified in subparagraphs IO(d) and (e) above, shall, before 

receiving Protected Material or Protected, be provided a copy of this protective order and assent 

to its terms by executing an acknowledgment statement similar or identical to Attachment A 

below. 

12. Protected Material may be quoted or paraphrased in documents or 

communications transmitted between the parties and in notes prepared for any hearing or 

conference before the Special Committee. All such filings and notes, including retained drafts, 

shall also constitute Protected Material. Protected Material and Protected Infonnation contained 

or reproduced in electronic media shall be password-coded or, in the case of diskettes, tapes, or 

other removable media, marked with an appropriate legend and kept in a secure location. 

13. Documents that quote, paraphrase, or otherwise disclose Protected Material or 

Protected Information shall be labeled, "Contains Infonnation Subject To Protective Order: Do 

Not Disclose To Unauthorized Persons," or with substantially similar language, on each page. 

All such filings shall be Protected Material. 

14. Counsel for a party may disclose Protected Information in a proceeding of the 

Special Committee but only if notice is first given so that all appropriate precautions may be 

taken . 
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15. Parties and/or counsel for the parties shall maintain Protected Material and 

Protected Information at their places of business in a manner sufficient to prevent unauthorized 

disclosure. 

16. At the conclusion of the investigation and any related litigation, every Qualified 

Person shall promptly destroy all notes, summaries, attorney work product, and other documents 

quoting Protected Material or Protected Infonnation received from another party for the first 

time in this investigation and verifY such destruction in writing to the Special Committee and 

Sequoia. Concurrently, counsel, experts, and consultants for the Special Committee will return 

to Sequoia all extant copies of all documents and things designated as Protected Material and 

received by the Special Conunittee for the first time in this litigation, and/or will destroy or 

discard such material in whole or in part, at Sequoia's option. 

17. Any public report issued by the Special Committee shall not include any 

Protected Material or Protected Information. Sequoia shall have the chance to identifY any 

Protected Material or Protected Infonnation it believes is contained by any report before such 

report is publicly released. Any report may include Residuals. 

18. The obligations to prevent the disclosure of Protected Material and Protected 

Information shall continue even after the completion of the Special Committee's investigation. 

19. The parties have entered into this Protective Order freely and voluntarily and after 

having consulted with counsel and having had the tenns hereto explained by counsel. 

20. No provision of this Protective Order shall be construed against any Party or its 

counsel merely because such Party or its counsel drafted such provision. 
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21. The Special Committee and Sequoia represent and warrant that the person or 

persons who execute and attest to this Protective Order on their behalf have full and complete 

authority to perform said acts. 

22. This Protective Order shall be binding upon, and shall inure to the benefit of, each 

party hereto and his or its respective affiliates, parents, subsidiaries, representatives, successors 

and assigns.
